“With Wincor Nixdorf’s expertise in driving open software standards in heterogeneous multi-vendor networks, and ACI’s commitment to leverage standards in financial transaction services, we strongly believe that we can bring the enormous benefits of IFX into today’s ATM world,” said Mark Vipond, product group president, ACI Worldwide.

· Operating ATM networks in a Managed Services environment: Wincor Nixdorf has established an eServices Platform to operate complete ATM networks, including all surrounding business and logistical processes. ACI’s BASE24-es has been selected as the foundation for the handling of financial transaction services. Wincor Nixdorf’s unique eServices platform is designed to operate multiple ATM and Client-Server networks. 
“The flexibility, robustness and scalability of the BASE24 was the key decision point to cooperate with ACI in this business segment. The growing demand for Managed Services offerings in the ATM market segment will further boost the business and technology relationship between the two companies,” said Andreas Vogt, Director OES, Wincor Nixdorf Services Division. 
· Delivering a Service Oriented Architecture for ATMs in a Net Centric environment: With ProClassic/Enterprise (PC/E), Wincor Nixdorf is pushing the envelope for ATM solutions again, with regards to openness and the adoption of industry standards. Leveraging J2EE as the technology platform, operating the ATM in a thin-(smart)-client mode and implementing the concept of a service oriented architecture (SOA). PC/E provides faster functionality and flexible services into the self-service channel than any previous ATM application. 
Banks and financial institutions can now use standard internet technology to respond in a more proactive and cost-effective manner to challenging business needs in operating their most frequently used customer touchpoint.  ACI’s BASE 24-es is designed to operate in such a service-oriented architecture environment. In addition, dedicated business services  for transaction settlement can be integrated more seamlessly. 
“Currently, ACI and Wincor Nixdorf product teams are working closely together to provide a roadmap for a next-generation solution blueprint combining PC/E and BASE24-es services. The goal is to disclose a more detailed announcement around this joint initiative during Wincor World (www.wincor-world.com), Wincor Nixdorf’s  annual customer event,” said Reinhard Rabenstein, CTO and member of the executive board, Wincor Nixdorf.
