This significantly increases revenues and lowers costs, through reduced transportation and processing requirements. The Wincor Nixdorf CCDM allows customers to make bulk deposits of checks or cash – up to 50 checks or bank notes – without a deposit slip or envelope. With Wincor Nixdorf’s CCDM and multi-vendor software, financial institutions can turn ATM fleets into automated deposit stations – delivering faster customer service and lowering branch operating costs.
